MILTON TOWNSHIP BOARDS AND COMMISSIONS

Zoning Board of Appeals: The ZBA makes interpretations of the Zoning Ordinance when questions arise, considers requests for variances from ordinance standards, and hears appeals of determinations made by the Zoning Administrator. The ZBA consists of seven regular members, one of whom is also a Planning Commissioner. Members must be township residents. Meetings are normally held during the evening of the second Thursday of the scheduled month.

Planning Commission: The Planning Commission advises the Board of Trustees on the development of township planning policies and zoning regulations, reviews and approves  site plans and special use permits. There are seven full-time members, one of whom is a member of the Board of Trustees and one of whom is appointed by the Board to also serve as a member of the ZBA. Meetings are normally held during the evening of the second Tuesday of the month. Recent changes to state planning and zoning enabling acts permit the township to appoint one Commissioner who is not a resident/registered voter of the township, so interested residents and non-resident business or landowners of the township are invited to apply. 

Board of Review: The Board of Review meets in March, July and December annually to determine that land values in the township are appropriately assessed, and landowner appeals of property assessments. July and December meetings are generally brief. The Board consists of three regular members and occasionally one alternate. Meetings will require several full days during the second week of March annually, including at least one evening session during the middle of the month. Members must be township residents.
